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Method

2. Place flour, bicarb soda, cinnamon and salt in a large bowl and mix to
combine. Set aside.

3.1n a large bowl, combine olive oil, honey, vanilla and yoghurt, whisking
to combine well. Add eggs and banana, mix until well combined.

4. Sift flour, bicarb soda and cinnamon into wet mixture and fold gently
until just combined. Add optional nuts or choc chips, fold gently.

5. Pour mixture into prepared loaf tin and place lengthways sliced banana
on top. Bake for 40 minutes, then cover with foil and bake for an
additional 20-25 minutes or until an inserted skewer comes out clean. Cool
in pan briefly then turn onto rack to cool.

6. Store in an airtight container for up to 5 days, or allow to cool and slice
and freeze in portions for up to 3 months.
